
     Gett ing started in beekeeping, well here is an easy way to make sure you have 
all the right supplies needed to get you going. Th e checklist below gives you a 
list of suggested equipment that is needed.   

Checklist   
  ☐  Protective clothing such as a bee suit, veil and gloves will help keep stings 
        to a minimum in the bee yard if worn correctly.  
  ☐  Smoker: Release a cool smoke that settles the bees.   
  ☐  Hive tool: Is designed to open the hive and lift frames.
  ☐  Hive stand: Is placed at the bottom of the hive and is used to elevate the 
        hive and improve air circulation. 
  ☐  Bottom board: Is placed ontop of the hive stand and is the floor of  the hive. 
  ☐  Two deep hive bodies: Which are used as brood and food chambers for 
        the bees.  
  ☐  Ten frames or eight frames with foundation per hive depending on if you 
        have a 10 frame hive or  an 8 frame hive: Frames are designed to hold brood 
        and honey.
  ☐  Medium or shallow honey supers with frames and foundation: The bees 
        will use them to store honey.  
  ☐  Queen excluder: A grid that keeps the queen from entering the honey 
        supers and laying eggs. 
  ☐  Outer cover: Protects hive from the elements. 
  ☐  Feeder: Use a feeder to provide bees with supplemental feed such  as sugar 
        syrup when stores are  low.
